SOBRE O SELO

Cada  “cartdo  postal”
(Mercado Stabroek , Farol e
Cataratas de Kaieteur) foi de-
senhado e pintado separa-
damente, no estilo despre-
tensioso de urban sketch,
utilizando uma paleta que
unisse a composigao.

A montagem foi feita digi-
talmente, fundindo as trés ima-
gens principais.

Os elementos da fauna e
flora foram pintados individu-
almente com os mesmos mate-
riais, recortados digitalmente e
aplicados com suas respectivas
sombras ou brilho, entrando
ou saindo do conjunto de pai-
sagens; equilibrando e enrique-
cendo a composicao, criando
uma surpresa visual e comple-
tando o conjunto representati-
vo das belezas da Guiana.

As técnicas utilizadas fo-
ram: lapis, aquarela tradicional,
nanquim e caneta gel branca,
com montagem e finalizagdo
em computagao grafica.

ABOUT THE STAMP

Each “postcard” (Stabroek
Market, Lighthouse and
Kaieteur Falls) was drawn and
painted one by one in urban
sketch style, using a color pal-
ette that matches and unifies
the composition.

The assembly was created
digitally, a fusion of the three
landscapes.

Each fauna and flora ele-
ment was painted using the
same supplies, then digitally
cut off and applied, enhanced
with shadows or glow, creat-
ing a visual surprise on this
representative set of Guyana’s
beauty.

Tecniques used were: pen-
cil, watercolor, black ink and
white gel pen, digitally finished.
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50 ANOS DE AMIZADE BRASIL - GUIANA

A drea que compreende a atual Republica da Guiana era
formada por 3 coldnias holandesas que foram oficialmente
cedidas ao Reino Unido em 1814, e fundidas numa sé coldnia
em 1831, passando a chamar-se Guiana Inglesa, cuja capital
era Georgetown (conhecida como Stabroek antes de 1812).
A Guiana tornou-se uma republica independente do Reino
Unido em 26 de maio de 1966.

A Guiana esta localizada no extremo norte da América
do Sul, seu territério faz fronteiras com o Brasil (ao sul),
Venezuela (aoeste) e Suriname (a leste),além de ser banhado
pelo oceano Atlantico (ao norte). A maior parte do territério
é um planalto baixo, coberto por florestas e privilegiado em
recursos hidricos. A regido litoranea é a que possui maior
concentragao populacional.

Adreaqueatualmente corresponde a Guiana era ocupada
por arauaques, caraibas e uaraus. Cristévao Colombo chegou
aregiao no século XV, no entanto, o processo de colonizagao
iniciou-se com os holandeses da Companhia das indias
Ocidentais, em 1621. Os colonizadores realizaram o cultivo
da cana-de-agucar na Guiana, sendo essa atividade, a base
da economia local.

A Guiana é o Unico pais da comunidade dos paises de
lingua inglesa na América do Sul. O termo Guiana vem
de dialetos indigenas locais e significa “terra de muitas
aguas”, devido ao grande numeros de rios. A sua economia
é dependente da exportagao de produtos primarios,
principalmente minérios, o grande responsavel pelo afluxo
de brasileiros.

O Brasil reconheceu a independéncia da Republica da
Guiana em 26 de agosto de 1968. Desde entao a busca pelo
fortalecimentos de lagos de amizade e cooperagdo tém-se
intensificado.

Quando acabou a Guerra fria em 1989-1990, Guiana ja se
encontrava integrados dentro de esquemas sul-americanos
como o TCA. dos anos 80. Em 1989, depois das visita de
presidente guianense em 1976 e 1982, o presidente Sarney
efetuou uma visita oficial & Guiana, seguida por muitos
acordos técnicos e econdmicos.

O interesse do Brasil pelo Caribe vé-se por meio desses
acordos, facilitando a exportagao de produtos brasileiros
pelo porto guianense de Georgetown, mostrando a situagao
de interface que constitui a Guiana entre América do
Sul e o Caribe insular, e que o Brasil pretendia utilizar. E o
estado de Roraima até assinou no final da década de 1990
acordos de cooperagao cultural com a Guiana, permitindo o
desenvolvimento do ensino do inglés.

Guiana adentrou na década de 1990 em grande crise
econdmica, adotando as reformas neoliberais sugeridas pelo

FMI e tentando se apegar cada vez mais, do ponto de vista
de sua politica externa, aos vizinhos da América do Sul e do
Caribe. Em 1998, o pais assinou com o Brasil a “Organizagao
do Tratado de Cooperacdao Amazonica” (OTCA). Em setembro
de 2009 foi inaugurada a ponte binacional sobre o Rio Tacucu,
divisa com Roraima, simbolo da integracdo que se quer
programar.

As estatisticas demonstram o incremento comercial das
trocas, com a promessa do governo brasileiro, em 2009, de
construir uma hidrelétrica em solo guianense, e a visita de
técnicos, produzindo estudos sobre a viabilidade de obras na
capital, Georgetown

Com essa emissao, apoiada pelo Ministério das
Relacdes Exteriores (MRE) do Brasil - Itamaraty, os Correios
homenageiam as riquezas e belezas da Guiana, nosso vizinho
do norte do Pais.
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50 ANOS OF FRIENDSHIP BRAZIL - GUYANA

The area that comprises the current Republic of Guyana
consisted of three Dutch colonies that were officially ceded to
the United Kingdom in 1814, and merged into a single colony
in 1831, renamed British Guiana, whose capital was George-
town (known as Stabroek before of 1812). Guyana became an
independent republic of the United Kingdom in May 26, 1966.

Guyana is in the extreme north of South America, its ter-
ritory borders Brazil (in the south), Venezuela (in the west)
and Suriname (in the east), besides being bathed by the At-
lantic Ocean (to the north). Most of the territory is a low pla-
teau, covered by forests and privileged with water resources.
The coastal region is the one with the highest population
concentration.

The area that currently corresponds to Guyana was
occupied by the arauaques, caribbean and uaraus. Chris-
topher Columbus came to the region in the 15th century,
however, the colonization process began with the Dutch
West India Company in 1621. The colonizers carried out
the cultivation of sugarcane in Guyana, the base of the lo-
cal economy.

Guyana is the only country of the English-speaking com-
munity in South America. The term Guyana comes from

local indigenous languages and means “land of many
waters” due to the large numbers of rivers. Its economy
is dependent on the export of primary products, main-
ly minerals, the great one responsible for the influx of
Brazilians.

Brazil recognized the independence of the Republic
of Guyana on August 26, 1968. Since then the search
for strengthening ties of friendship and cooperation
has intensified.

When the Cold War ended in 1989-90, Guyana was al-
ready integrated into South American schemes like ACT
(Amazon Cooperation Treaty) of the 80’s. In 1989, after
the Guyanese president’s visit in 1976 and 1982, Brazilian
President Sarney made an official visit to Guyana, followed
by many technical and economic agreements.

The interest of Brazil for the Caribbean is seen
through these agreements, facilitating the export
of Brazilian products through the Guyanese port of
Georgetown, showing the interface situation that con-
stitutes Guyana between South America and the insu-
lar Caribbean, and which Brazil intended to use. And
the state of Roraima even signed cultural cooperation
agreements with Guyana in the late 1990s, allowing the
development of English teaching.

Guyana entered the 1990s in a major economic crisis,
adopting the neoliberal reforms suggested by the IMF and
trying to cling more and more, from the point of view of
its foreign policy, to the neighbors of South America and
Caribbean. In 1998, the country signed the “Amazon Co-
operation Treaty Organization” (ACTO) with Brazil. In Sep-
tember 2009 was inaugurated the binational bridge over
the Rio Tacucu, border with Roraima, symbol of the inte-
gration to be scheduled.

The statistics show the commercial increase of trade,
with the promise of the Brazilian government in 2009 to
build a hydroelectric plant in Guianese soil, and the visit of
technicians, producing studies on the feasibility of works in
the capital, Georgetown.

With this issue, supported by Brazil’s Ministry of For-
eign Affairs (Portuguese acronym: MRE) - Itamaraty, the
post company Correios honors the riches and beauties of
Guyana, our neighbor, to the north of the country.
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
